P The Holy Gospel according to St. John, the first chapter.

 29The next day [John] saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, “Behold, the Lamb of 

God, who takes away the sin of the world! 30This is he of whom I said, ‘After me comes 
a man who ranks before me, because he was before me.’ 31I myself did not know him, 
but for this purpose I came baptizing with water, that he might be revealed to Israel.” 
32And John bore witness: “I saw the Spirit descend from heaven like a dove, and it 
remained on him. 33I myself did not know him, but he who sent me to baptize with 
water said to me, ‘He on whom you see the Spirit descend and remain, this is he who 
baptizes with the Holy Spirit.’ 34And I have seen and have borne witness that this is  

 the Son of God.” 
 35The next day again John was standing with two of his disciples, 36and he looked at 

Jesus as he walked by and said, “Behold, the Lamb of God!” 37The two disciples heard 
him say this, and they followed Jesus. 38Jesus turned and saw them following and said 
to them, “What are you seeking?” And they said to him, “Rabbi” (which means 
Teacher), “where are you staying?” 39He said to them, “Come and you will see.” So 
they came and saw where he was staying, and they stayed with him that day, for it 
was about the tenth hour. 40One of the two who heard John speak and followed Jesus 
was Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother. 41He first found his own brother Simon and said to 
him, “We have found the Messiah” (which means Christ). 42He brought him to Jesus.

Sermon                             The Holy Christian Church  1 Corinthians 1:1-9   

 

Nicene Creed  
C I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth 
      and of all things visible and invisible. 
  

      And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, 
      begotten of His Father before all worlds, God of God, Light of Light, 
      very God of very God, begotten, not made, being of one substance with  
 the Father, by whom all things were made; who for us men and for our  
 salvation came down from heaven and was incarnate by the Holy Spirit of the  
 virgin Mary and was made man; and was crucified also for us under Pontius Pilate. 

He suffered and was buried. And the third day He rose again according to the 
Scriptures and ascended into heaven and sits at the right hand of the Father.  

 And He will come again with glory to judge both the living and the dead, whose 
kingdom will have no end.

P Almighty God, heavenly Father, grant that we who have celebrated the incarnation of 
our Lord, Jesus Christ, may die to sin and rise to new life, that we may treasure up and 
ponder in our hearts the Christ announced by Your forerunner; through the same Jesus 
Christ, Your Son, our Lord, who lives and reigns with You and the Holy Spirit, one God, 
now and forever.

The Words of Our Lord 
P Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was betrayed, took bread, and when He 

had given thanks, He broke it and gave it to the disciples and said: “Take, eat; this is 

My T body, which is given for you. This do in remembrance of Me.” 
  
 In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and when He had given thanks,  
 He gave it to them, saying: “Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in  

 My T blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness of sins. This do, as often as you 
drink it, in remembrance of Me.” 

 

P As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we proclaim the Lord’s death until  
 He comes. 

C Amen. Come, Lord Jesus. 
  

P O Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father, in giving us Your body and blood to eat  
 and to drink, You lead us to remember and confess Your holy cross and passion, Your 

blessed death, Your rest in the tomb, Your resurrection from the dead, Your ascension 
into heaven, and Your coming for the final judgment. So remember us in Your kingdom 
and teach us to pray:
