1st Corinthians 13 is a favorite chapter in the Bible that is often read at weddings
services. That's probably because of verses 4 & 5: “Love is patient, love is kind.

It does not dishonor
others, it is not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of
wrongs.”
